As I write this, the words from the children’s Christmas program song, “The Gift”, 

keeps going through my mind.  

We may not have frankincense, we may not have gold. We may not have gifts 

of myrrh or something we can hold. We may not have gifts to give; this one 

thing we trust.

As part of our Wondrous Wednesdays, we will meet in the coffee house on January 18, 25,  

February 1, 8 and 15 from 5:45-6:45 pm.  We will learn about and share experiences of 

caregiving, the importance of listening, respect, empathy and understanding. Learn what’s help-

ful in caring for those in grief, depression and other difficult times in life.  This would be ex-

cellent training for high-school youth and college-aged students, as well as men and women of 

all ages and experience.  Anyone at any age can extend the love of Christ through a variety of 

ways; listening, visits, phone calls, bringing meals, being a driver, etc.  Or maybe it’s simply a 

conversation that offers support to a church or family member, spouse, child, aging parent, 

neighbor, friend, coworker, or classmate.  We hope to have as many people as possible receive 

this training. There is a great need in our congregation! .... Would you prayerfully consider being 

a part of this training? I would like to share a letter with you from a boy, age 12, writing to an 

adult friend with cancer. 

Dear Kenny, How are you? Everything  goin’ OK? I just wanted to come see you because well, I 

love you! I happen to be a bit nervous though, I’m afraid I won’t know what to say because I 

don’t want to upset you in this time of suffering. I just wanted to squeeze your hand and give 

you a hug. So you’ll know in the midst of all this confusion, someone cares! Love Steve 

Dear God, we ask for wisdom in how we use the minutes and hours granted to us. May we be 

generous in using time for acts of compassion and mercy.  May we find a rhythm of work, rest, 

leisure, and Sabbath that reflects your will for our lives.  Daily may our lives reflect your will 

for our lives.  Daily may our lives reflect to others your gift of peace, joy, hope and love given 

to us in Jesus.  O God we dedicate our time to your service.   

May God, Creator bless us and keep us, may Christ be ever light for our lives, may the Spirit of 

Love be our guide and path for this new year and for all of our days.
